BIBLE STUDY ON THE BOOK OF  
DEUTERONOMY TO START APRIL 6th  

 

The new schedule is that we will begin the study on 
April 6 by attending an Interfaith Passover Seder 
hosted by Congregation Kol Emet.  I hope all of you 

can attend this Seder as it will give us an experience of the texts and 
purpose of the book of Deuteronomy. We will then meet on the fol-
lowing Tuesday, April 13 and April 20 at 7:30 p.m. in room 004. 
 

We will then take 3 weeks off, as I have an opportunity to travel for a 
study leave in Amman, Jordan and Ramallah, Palestine (the West 
Bank of Israel-Palestine).  This will further my work for Middle East 
peace and communicating the situation and conditions there with this 
and other congregations. 
 

 We will reconvene the study on Tuesday, May 18 (2 days after I 
return) when I will share my travel-study experiences. We will con-
tinue the Study for the following 2 Tuesday evenings,  May 25 and 
June 1 at 7:30 p.m. in room 004. 

 

 I hope this helps your schedule and allows you to participate in the 
study.  I apologize for any inconvenience this may cause you, but am 
grateful for the opportunity to be with my daughter during her sur-
gery and to have this study-travel experience in the Middle East and 
ancient land of the Bible.

Russ Allen  comes to 
us from Ewing, NJ.  He 
works for the New Jersey 
Dept. of Transportation as 
an Engineer.  His interests 
include motorcycles, hot-
rods, hunting, fishing and 
dogs.  

Wouter Ijdo and Sharon Lavish-Ijdo live in 
Yardley and moved to this area from NJ.   
Wouter was born in the Netherlands and 
Sharon was born in Philadelphia.  At the 11:00 
service, they also celebrated the baptism of 
their son, Daniel Quinn Ijdo, who is one year 
old. Wouter has his PhD in Chemistry from 
Michigan State University and an MBA from 
Rider University.  He works in management at 
Elementis.  Sharon has a BS in Merchandising 
from Widener University and works for John-
son and Johnson as a pharmaceutical sales rep-
resentative. 
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 I will forever be grateful to the elderly resident of a re-
tirement hotel in Evanston, Illinois who attended the first wor-
ship service I ever led on my own.  It was Easter morning and 
my friend, who was the chaplain, asked me to cover this service 
for him as he went home to spend Easter with his family in Cali-
fornia.  It was a small, informal service in the “living room” of 
the converted hotel.  I asked the gathering what new life they 

would be experiencing this Easter.  This woman responded with a sense of sad-
ness and loss, “I lived on a farm in the middle of the state, until last year when my 
husband died.  This is my first Easter away from the farm.  I moved from a farm 
to the city; from my home to this residence, and it is the first Easter I won’t be 
working in a garden.” 
 

  As we celebrate the joy of Easter life and resurrection, we may find our-
selves in a different place than we were last year.  This Easter we may be on the 
frontier of something new, a new job, a new baby, a new opportunity.  I am mind-

ful that the something new comes after the loss of what was or use to be, like the woman in the retirement 
home. 
 

  I want to share with you the new opportunity that has come my way.  A friend, who is a graphic de-
signer from Washington Crossing has invited me to travel with him to Amman, Jordan and to the West Bank 
city of Ramallah.  He has been awarded a grant by a foundation that honors artists and designers and has in-
vited me to accompany him to the land where his mother and father were born.  Rajie and I serve on the Ecu-
menical Working Group for Middle East Peace together.  He is set to meet with graphic designers and some 
academic groups. 
 

  This has all developed in the last two weeks, when I shared this invitation with the Staff Parish Rela-
tions Committee.  They whole-heartedly supported my accepting this invitation.  Some saw a connection be-
tween the experiences I will have on this trip and what I can share with the congregation to offer more infor-
mation on efforts for peace in Israel-Palestine.  I am not asking the church for funding for this trip beyond my 
continuing education funds. 
 

  We are leaving April 27 and arriving in Amman, Jordon on April 28.  We will be in Amman for sev-
eral days, where I will have the opportunity to meet artists, academics, and friends of Rajie. We will then 
travel to the Allenby Bridge where we will cross over into the West Bank of Palestine.  After crossing the 
border we will take a cab to Ramallah where we will be guests of the Qattan Foundation. 
 

  Ramallah is the largest Palestinian city in the West Bank and has a significant Christian population.  
We will visit with the Ramallah Friends Meeting, whose director is from Philadelphia and who worked with 
Rajie and me on the Ecumenical Working Group.  While I visited Ramallah on my Compassionate Listening 
trip 2 years ago, this trip will give me more time to experience the culture and life of Palestinians, Christians 
and Muslims, living in the West Bank.  Ramallah is where the Palestinian National Authority government 
has its headquarters.  It is an active city where one can feel the pulse of the Palestinian people.  We will visit 
neighboring villages and colleges as well. 
 

  My thanks to the Staff Parish Relations Committee for their support and encouragement to take ad-
vantage of this opportunity.  Like the woman in Evanston, this Easter is about something new.  Hopefully the 
newness is in how we relate across so many human made boundaries that bring suffering and hurt.  I truly go 
in search of seeds that can give us signs of hope for peace.  Easter is about life and hope.  This is definitely 
new in the face of violence and despair.

These 
small group meetings have been organized as a follow-
up to our June 2009 Congregational Meeting.  Partici-
pants will hear a brief stewardship update and will have 
the opportunity to informally discuss questions and 
concerns in a small group setting.  Please come out to 
participate in these hour-long meetings while also en-
joying some desserts and fellowship with members of 
your church family.   
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First of all, each one of us extends a great big “THANK 
YOU” to all the volunteers who helped provide food for 
our Grace Cafe Mission.  It took a little planning to figure 
how to feed 80 homeless people where the food had to be 
already prepared, transported to Philadelphia, and served 
somewhere that most have never been.  Then after many 
volunteers happily came forward, we were told the number 
of homeless to feed increased to over 100.  Then many 
more volunteers graciously accepted our plea for help.  
Through the floods, power outages, daylight savings and 
parents already committed to the 30 hour famine, YUMC 
prevailed.  By Sunday afternoon, the skies cleared and we 
totaled 16 pans of ziti, 12 salads, 16 desserts, bread, butter 
and drinks.  The homeless showed much gratitude and en-
joyed indulging in the salads and desserts especially.  That 
was a real treat to them.  All was eaten, not a bite to spare.  
The result of the Mission was put into words like 
“wonderful and fulfilling to be of service”, “well worth the 
effort” and “can’t wait to do it again!” Thanks to everyone 
for helping make this a successful mission. Thank you Pas-

Kitchen, Bucks County Housing Group, and Interfaith 
Housing and Development Corp.  Registration and the 
start of the rally will take place at Macclesfield Park on 
River Road in Lower Makefield from 7:00 to 9:00 AM.  
From there riders can choose routes along the Delaware 
Canal or the scenic country roads of Bucks County. 
 

 There are rides … and walks … for everyone!   Our 
routes feature leisurely rides as well as longer and more 
challenging ones.  Enjoy an early summer jaunt along 
the Delaware Canal or explore mostly back country 
roads and the rolling terrain of Lower and Upper Make-
field and Central Bucks County.  Rides of 5, 10, 20, 40, 
and 60 miles will be along marked roads and be de-
scribed by cue sheets.  But if you only want to walk, join 
us for a leisurely hike on the Delaware Canal through 
Yardley or head down to Morrisville.

As you probably know by now, we do not have a confirmation 

class this year.  This may seem odd, because of the number of stu-
dents we have.  So, we wanted to take a minute to explain our de-
cision about confirmation and the new plan for the future. 

For the past six years, Confirmation Class has been open to 
students in 7th grade.  For a few years now, we have noticed some 
disadvantages to having Confirmation at such a young age. 

The most important issue is that the students are not yet think-
ing about their faith as something they own.  They continue to 
think of it as something they do because their parents have raised 
them that way.  Overall, they tend to have very little questions 
about their faith and why they believe what they believe. 

Something happens to students, however, between 7th and 9th 
grade.  They begin to examine everything in their lives.  They ex-
amine the way they live and why they live that way.  If parents 
have raised them in Christian homes, the students will begin to 
question their faith.  While every student is different, it is true for 
all that the maturity difference between 7th and 8th grade is unbe-
lievable. 

For this reason, the Education Committee, Youth Ministry and 
Ad Council spent two months prayerfully considering making a 
change in the Confirmation year.  After months of prayers and dis-
cussion, it was decided that beginning in 2009, YUMC would 
move the Confirmation Journey to 8th grade.  It is our prayer that 
we will better meet the needs of our students and provide them 
with the foundation of their own faith that carries them through 
high school and the rest of their lives. 

30 HOUR FAMINE RAISES AWARE-
NESS AND FUNDS FOR HUNGER!

March 12-13th, our student participated in the 
30 Hour Famine.  18 students and 2 adults went 
30 hours without food, to raise money for chil-
dren that live this way every day! 

We were together for 24 of those 30 hours.  
During our 24 hours, we played games like “Air 
Raid”, “Tribe Pride”, “Protect the Harvest” and 
more!  We had activities that helped us under-
stand the parts of the world we were sending the 
money to.  Activities like “Fact test”, placing 
facts and statistics on our walls and place spoons 
in our yard to symbolize the number of children 
that die each hour from hunger. 

For some of our students, this was our first 
Famine.  For others, we have been doing this for 
5 years! 

So, we decided to do a few things differently 
this year.  One different activity was our scaven-
ger hunt.  Tribes were made into families.  The 
families needed to  make a budget.  In order to 
do that, they needed to find out how much an 
apartment in our area would cost, how much it 
would cost for transportation, how much it costs 
to feed a family for a month, how much we can 
get from welfare and several more budget items.  
The teams had a lot of fun with this activity.  We 
learned a lot about the area we live in, and the 
reality for people in our own backyards! 

Some of the activities that remained the same 
are our mission projects.  This year, we had two 
wonderful projects! Half of our group went to 
Attleboro Nursing Home to play bingo with the 
residents and the rest of our group went to 
Woods Services to play games with their resi-
dents.  These missions were both challenging 
and fun for our group. 

 And of course, we HAD to have our annual 
“sleep in boxes” activity. 

God provided us with everything we needed 
for a life-changing Famine.  Praise God for this 
experience! 

Unfortunately, we lost power at the end of 
our Famine.  So, we weren’t able to have our 
party.  But, we will!  Check back to find out 
when we reschedule our “End of Famine Party!”
